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FLAGS - DH2400 & DH2404 MATERIALS NEEDED:  Bisque, Brushes (B6-½" shader, B1-liner, B3-round, B10-round, B7-3/4" shader), AT01 Black Translucent, SP08 Matte Spray Sealer, SP05 Doc's Glue 
COLORS NEEDED:  DH08 Black, DH29 White, DH04 True Red, DH36 Navy Blue, DH19 Light Grey, DH25 Toast, DH12 Leather Brown, DH09 Real Brown, DH18 Medium Brown, DH30 Country Blue, DH49 Premier Gold, DH38 Grass Green, DH10 Mustard, DH16 Flaxon Yellow, DH37 Cream 
· STEP 1:  Basecoat two coats White on alternate stripes. 

· STEP 2:  Basecoat two coats True Red on remaining stripes. 

· STEP 3:  Paint the stars White.  Carefully paint around the stars with Navy Blue (may require two coats).

· STEP 1:  Clean greenware.  Fire to cone 03. 

· STEP 2:  Apply two coats Clear Glaze to areas to be fired-on Gold.  (Refer to photo).  Fire to cone 05. 

· STEP 3:  Apply Liquid Bright Gold to glazed areas.  Fire to cone 018. 

· STEP 4:  Basecoat horses skin, mane and tail with White.
